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The 2009 NADD convention theme and
keynote speakers have been announced by
Convention Chairman Deacon Robert
Pulhala and the Executive Convention
Committee.

“I'he Deacon as a Prophetic 1 oice” theme
points to the fullness of diaconal ministry
as will be explored through the sub-themes §&
of Evangelization, Ecumenism and En-
gagement. The three outstanding keynote
speakers for the convention are: Bishop
Octavio Cisnetros, Rev. Thomas A Baima,
and Drt.

Bishop Cisneros, Auxiliary Bishop of
Brooklyn, will be speaking on the topic:

Bishop Cisneros serves on the
Bishops” Committee for Clergy, Conse-
crated Life and Vocations and is liaison to
permanent deacons. He also serves with
the subcommittee on Hispanics and the
Liturgy.

Rev. Thomas A. Baima, MBA, STD is
provost and vice-president of University of
St. Maty of the Lake / Mundelein Semi-
nary. His topic is “The Deacon and Ecu-
menism in the World.” He is a member of
the North American Academy of Ecume-
nists and is the author of several books
and many articles on ecumenism. Fr.
Baima is the former director of the Office
for Ecumenical and Interreligious Affairs
for the Archdiocese of Chicago.

Dr. Samuel Betances, Ph.D will speak on
“The Deacon and Engagement in the
World.” As a sociologist, educator and
professor of 20 years, Dr. Betances shares
his considerable gifts by animating people
to work together as brothers and sisters in
Christ by recognizing their common

strengths. His work in diversity and cultural
awareness is widely acclaimed by heads of
state, clergy, religious groups, and educators.

She
has a BA in religious education from Mount
Mary College and a MA in theology with
concentration in Marian studies from the
University of Dayton. St. Vinje has done
extensive work education, community forma-
tion and adult formation. Until recently, St.
Vinje was the associate director for the Of-
fice of the Permanent Diaconate for the Dio-
cese of Madison. She has given numerous
talks and retreats on the dignity and vocation
of women.

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The New in NDI Applies to You!

If the word “new” in the name of
NADD’s outstanding training
program, the New Directors’ In-
stitute (NDI), makes you think
that it is intended only for recently
appointed formation directors,
you are only half right. “New”
also applies to any director who is
“newly” implementing the Na-
tional Directory and who wants
the practical guidance that will
make its implementation easier
and more successful. It also ap-
plies to any director whose bishop
has issued instructions that pose
“new” challenges toward imple-
menting the Directory in their
diocese.

The value of the New Directors’
Institute comes from its practical
coverage of real-life elements in-
cluding theology, paperwork, the
application process, and post-
ordination formation. The course
builds on the four dimensions of
formation outlined in the Direc-
tory: human, spiritual, intellectual,
and pastoral. NDI also helps di-
rectors understand the ministerial
component of their responsibili-
ties by exploring the theology of
the diaconate and the importance
of formation as outlined by the

Directory.

NADD offers the NDI in alter-
nating years in collaboration with
the Pontifical College Josephinum
(PCJ) and the USCCB Committee
on Clergy, Consecrated Life and
Vocations. The next NDI begins
with a seminar at the NADD
Convention in Chicago on April
22, 2009. The Institute will be
held at the Pontifical College Jose-
phinum in Columbus on June 14
through 19, 2009. The final day of

the Institute will be held at the
NADD Convention in Spokane,
Washington in 2010.

Participants from the first NDI,
held in 2007, were pleased with
the course. “I thought the Co-
lumbus experience was first
rate!” said Deacon John Ebel of
the Diocese of Milwaukee. Dea-
con Dennis Dorner of the Arch-
diocese of Atlanta said, “The
program at PCJ in Columbus was
excellent...the size perfect...the
presentations were generally out-
standing.” “Implementing the
Directory without the program is
mind-boggling. I could not do
this job without all the informa-
tion and help I received and con-
tinue to receive from NDI,”
notes Mary Szymczak of the
Diocese of Fort Wayne — South
Bend. Deacon Steve Miller of the
Diocese of Lafayette said,
“THANK YOU to all who envi-
sioned and delivered NDI.”

Evaluations are also helping to
fine-tune the next NDI. The first
day of the course is reformatted
to give participants an overview
of what to expect and how to
prepare for the week-long ses-
sion at PCJ. Once in Columbus,
the Institute devotes four class-
days to the issues and challenges
of diaconate directors: inquiry
and applicant screening, aspi-
rancy, candidacy, and post-
ordination formation. The pro-
ject portion of NDI has also
been restructured to help with
topic selection, choice of a pro-
ject mentor, facilitation and pres-
entation at the 2010 convention.

The first NDI benefited from an out-
standing faculty that included Msgr.

President, Professor of Theology);
Deacon Michael Ross, PhD (PCJ

beth McDonough, OP, JCD (Gritfin
Professor of Canon Law at PCJ, The-
ology); Rev. Shawn McKnight, STD
(Pastor of Blessed Sacrament Parish
in Wichita, KS; former PCJ Vice-
President of Development and lec-
turer); and Deacon William Ditewig,
PhD (former Secretary to the Bish-
ops’ Committee on the Diaconate
and now Director of the Master of
Arts in Theology Program at St. Leo
University).
